[Comparison between Hay’s list in JRL and House Surgeon Brownbill’s list in HO42 193.

30 patients listed by Hay, 31 in by Bronbill adding John Hulme.

Hay’s Abigail Jackson is Abigail Daniels in Brownbill. Bush lists her as both, counting twice.]
Brownbill states all are in-patients, but both lists marks some as out-patients – presumably these are in-patients who subsequently came back as out-patients. 

Brownbill and Hay both mention 40 outpatients in addition, including some sabre wounds – Brownbill states 2. 

Hay’s description of injuries tends to be milder than Brownbill’s, but in one case he adds ‘very bad’. 

Brownbill has an additional column recording their eventual fate. His list appears to be later.]
[Comparison between the Hay and Brownbill lists and the list in HO 40/16 taken from the Infirmary register and dated May 1821. The May 1821 list has the same number of outpatients (31) as Hay and Brownbill lists, and same people. It also lists 32 out-patients, 16 of them not in Bush’s list and 4 others corresponding in name but not all details.]
